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Outdoor Life: Wyoming tops

According to Outdoor Life magazine's third annual ranking of the best 200 towns in America for hunters and fishermen, Wyoming has the most "Best Towns" of any state.

The top town, overall in the ranking was Rapid City, South Dakota. The top Wyoming town, Saratoga, came in at number 8, followed by Rawlins at number 9, Cody at 15, Lander at 17, Sheridan at 18, Casper at 78, Gillette at 94, and Green River at 166, 
The scores were compiled by considering socio-economic subcategories (worth 40 percent) and outdoors-related subcategories (worth 60 percent).

The socio-economic considerations included median income, median home value, population density, mean commute time and growth since 2000.

The outdoors-related subcategories included the gun-friendliness of each town's state, huntable and fishable species nearby, proximity to public lands and waters, and the potential for taking trophy-caliber game or fish nearby.
